
STATEMENT ON BEHALF OF THE GROUP OF 77 AND CHINA BY H.E.
AMBASSADOR AHMED HAMID, DELEGATION OF THE REPUBLIC OF
SUDAN, AT THE OPENING PLENARY OF THE 30TH SESSION OF THE
SUBSIDIARY BODY FOR SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNOLOGICAL ADVICE
(SBSTA) (Bonn, Germany, 1 June 2009)

The Group
welcomes the three reports prepared by the EGTT as mandated by decision 3/CP.3 and the
synthesis of technology needs prepared by the secretariat. The Group stands ready to participate
constructively in the discussion of these reports with the view to enhancing the development and
transfer of technology in a more effective manner now, up to and beyond 2012.
