Philippines*: draft resolution

Preventive action and intensification of the struggl e agai nst
nalaria in developing countries, particularly in Africa

The Ceneral Assenbly,

Reaffirmng its resolution 49/135 of 19 Decenber 1994,

Recal | i ng Econom ¢ and Social Council resolutions 1994/34 of 29 July 1994
and 1995/63 of 28 July 1995,

G avely concerned that nalaria causes the death of four mllion people
annual Iy, that hundreds of mllions of cases of nmalaria are reported annually
and that infants and children under five years of age are the major victins,

Alarnmed by the loss of human life, the severe degradation of the quality of
life and the fact that the social and econom c devel opment of devel opi ng
countries is inpeded as a result of malaria, and despite the devel opnent of new
vacci nes,

Reaffirm ng the agreed conclusions of the coordination segnent of the
substantive session of 1993 of the Econom c and Social Council on the
coordi nation of the policies and activities of the specialized agencies and
ot her bodies of the United Nations systemin the fields of preventive action and

Acknowl edgi ng the inportance for countries where nalaria is endem c of
adopti ng national plans of action in conformty with the G obal Ml aria Contro
Strategy, endorsed by the Mnisterial Conference on Malaria held at Arsterdamin
1992 and by the Wrld Health Assenbly in 1993, 2/

1. Wl cones the report of the Secretary-General on preventive action and
intensification of the struggle against malaria in devel opi ng countries,
particularly in Africa; 3/

2. Reaffirns its endorsenent of the dobal Malaria Control Strategy of
the Wrld Heal th O ganization;

3. Expresses its appreciation of the efforts of the Wrld Health
Organi zati on and the specialized agenci es concerned in assisting the devel opi ng

countries in their efforts to conbat endeni ¢ di seases;

4. Notes with appreciation the continued efforts of the affected
countries to control the disease, in spite of their neagre resources, through
nati onal plans and projects and urges the affected countries that have not yet
done so to adopt national plans to control malaria in conformty with the G oba
Mal aria Control Strategy of the Wrld Health O ganization

5. Stresses the need for strengthening national capacity-building in the
context of primary health care so as to enabl e devel oping countries to nmeet the
objectives of the G obal Malaria Control Strategy, with a view to contributing
to the devel opnent of overall health;

6. Endorses the strategi es and workpl ans that have been devel oped as a
col I aborative process involving rel evant organs, organizations and progranmes of
the United Nations system with the Wrld Health O ganization as task
coordi nator, to provide optinmal support to affected devel oping countries in
order to achieve the goals and objectives pertaining to the prevention and
control of nalaria and diarrhoeal diseases;

7. Calls upon the international community, in particular the donor
countries, to expand fund-raising channels, to provide adequate financi al
resources and medi cal and technical assistance to the affected devel opi ng
countries to enable themto inplenent their national workplans and projects, and
to intensify basic and applied research on anti-nalaria vaccines as a priority;

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8. Encourages the Director-General of the Wrld Health O ganization to
continue his efforts to nobilize international organizations, nmultilatera
financial institutions, specialized agencies, organs and programes of the
United Nations system and non-governnmental organizations as well as other groups
to provide the affected devel oping countries, in particular African countries,
with technical, nedical and financial resources and assi stance conmensurate with
the need set out in the national plans of those countries to control malaria;

9. Wl cones the proposal of the Secretary-Ceneral related to the struggle
against malaria in Africa, contained in his "lnitiatives for Africa";

10. Welcomes with satisfaction the agreenent signed between
Dr. Manuel Elkin Patarroyo of Col onbia and the Wrld Health O ganization, in
May 1995, by which Dr. Patarroyo donated to the Wrld Health O ganization the
SPf66 anti-mal ari a vacci ne, which constitutes an exanple of solidarity and
ef fecti ve Sout h- South cooperation for devel opnent, and supports the request of
the World Health Organization for the provision of additional resources for
mal ari a research under the United Nations Devel opment Progranme/ Wrld Bank/Wrl d
Heal th Organi zati on Special Programme for Research and Training in Tropica
Di seases in order to acconplish its goal of devel oping an effective vaccine for
the control of malaria;

11. Requests the Secretary-Ceneral to transmit to the General Assenbly at
its fifty-first session a progress report of the Director-General of the Wrld
Heal th Organi zation on the inplementation of the strategi es and workpl ans to be
prepared in collaboration with the other rel evant organs, organizations, bodies
and programes of the United Nations system
